Encourage students to enroll in Saves. Please leave time to complete the enrollment forms. Incentives are ONLY for students who turn in forms. 
Program Checklist
· Introduce yourself as a Saves Leader. “Saves is a student movement at ________. We are challenging all _______ students to set savings goals. Our goal is to have over ____ students set savings goals this spring. We already have over ____ goals turned in!”

· Ask the students, “What do you do with your money? How much do you think it would cost if you buy just a burger meal every day for a year?” Answer: Over $1,500!
· Ask, “How much would you have if you saved just ½ of that money for 5 years?” Answer: Over $3,500! 
· Pass out the FINDING MONEY Handout. Look at burger photo.
· Explain, “You might be surprised how much money you can save if you focus on small changes.” TURN TO BACK.
· Ask, “If you stayed in three nights a month, how much $ would you save each year?” Answer: $720 (assumes - $20 for movie, drink, snack)
· Ask, “If you invested, $1 per day from age 18 to 65, how much would you have? Write your guess on the check.” Answer: $156,000. 
· Ask, “NOW, if you invested $1 per day from age 37 to 65, how much would you have? Change your guess on the check.”                 Answer: Only $38,000 – “It pays to save early!” (assumes 7.5% APR)
· Pass out enrollment forms. 
· Challenge the students. “The first step to saving is setting a savings goal. Complete the Saves enrollment form and receive __________.”
· Explain: “Write in your goal and your email address. Your goal can be anything you want. Turn in your form and receive a prize.”

· Collect forms and pass out prizes ONLY to students who turn in forms. INCENTIVES ARE JUST FOR STUDENTS WITH FORMS.
